You lead our work together. When you contact
our office, we can simply listen or we can give
you information. We can also help you work with
government departments to make sure they know
what you really want. Some examples?

If you are in care, we can help you talk to your
community social services worker about family
visits.

We can work with you to raise a concern you
might have about your health care with a
mental health counsellor, nurse etc.

We can provide extra support if the FANS
process is not going the way you expect.

There are many, many ways we can help. Just send
us an email or give us a call and we can figure it out
together.

We keep the information you give us confidential.
But there are also times when we are required to
share your information. When you first contact our
office, we can let you know more. And if we ever
need to share something, we will work with you on
how we will do this.
